Log in to site

1. Go to the Web site at www.apbp.org. 

2. Log in to the site. 

Home page: Click Sign In in the lower right-hand corner under the picture.
Other pages: Use green Sign In box on the right.

Update your personal profile 

APBP members can only connect with you if your information is current. 
1. Click Edit My Profile in the green Sign In box on the right.
2. Update fields and respond to new required fields.
Visit existing groups’ home pages
1. Choose the menu item, Groups. 
2. Choose which group type and then the group that you want to view by clicking on the name.
All APBP Members Groups: All APBP members are members of this group. You may consider joining any of these groups within this group type. 

Action Team Groups: Action teams are created to complete the work of APBP's strategic plan. The groups that are currently open for members to view and join are noted by **Opportunities for new members to join this dynamic group!**.
Start blogging (Web forum)
1. Read the Rules of Use for blogging. 

2. Click ADD NEW POST and consider subscribing to EMAIL ALERTS of new blog posts. 
3. Complete post and click the Submit button at bottom of page.

4. Start brainstorming on how APBP Groups can enhance your career and further the profession. If you have ideas, make your suggestions to the All APBP Members blog.
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Search for members

1. Start generating interest in your topic by contacting other APBP members. Use the Member Search feature, located in the upper right-hand corner of the site, to find a member. Type the last name, first name or state. Or try finding members by topic area. 
2. In the search results, click the person’s name to view his/her profile. Then choose Message Me (internal Web site contact), Add Connection, or e-mail the member directly. All green text throughout the site is a hyperlink.
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View the library

1. From the group’s home page, click the down arrow on the More In This Group... list box.
2. Choose the library page.
3. Click the name of the file that you wish to view.
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Managing groups and personal profile

1. To manage how you want to interact with the site and other members click My Preferences in the green My Profile section. This is where you turn on e-mail notifications and group newsletters among other personal preferences. 

2. All the other items in the My Profile box are specific to you personally and not related to group membership. Explore, stay tuned, and view the Web Site Help Desk page in the Membership menu for more details about these and other features.
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
